So for example you are doing a cooking workshop and you find yourself cooking on your own. Or you planned to make bracelets and nobody comes to join you so you start alone and maybe within half an hours someone comes to join you.

Do you have any experience in working with young people having several behavioural disorders( ( drugs, sexual abuse, neglection of parents, psychiatry, concentration disability, learning disorderes, relational disorders,...)? Share your experience. If you have no experience, share your thoughts about this.

We are asking this in preparation, cause from experience we know that other EVS volunteers had some difficulties in dealing with several situations as rural area, difficult youngsters, being independant,.... There is not a good or wrong answer.
